People should bring the essentials, including:
· Food and water 

·  Cash 
· First aid kit 

· Phone chargers 

· Hand sanitizer 

· Extra clothes, shoes 

· Pet supplies 

· Prescriptions and backup medications 
· Baby items 

· Blankets, pillows 

· Maps
People should also gather important documents and other items, including:
· Photo IDs 

· Social security cards, birth certificates or proof of citizenship       
· Computer files (hard drives, CD, DVD, USB drive, etc.) 

· Medical records, X-rays, benefits documents, etc. 

· List of medications with dosages, doctors’ phone numbers 
· Duplicate prescriptions from doctor 

· List of important phone numbers (family, friends, etc.) 

· Financial statements, insurance and property documents 
· Wills 

· Copies of important keys
